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Vijayapala ( 1035-1050 CE) was a king of the Chandela dynasty of India.
Vijayapala was born to the Chandela ruler Vidyadhara. By the end of Vidyadhara's
reign, the Ghaznavid invasions had weakened the Chandela kingdom. Taking

advantage of this, the Kalachuri king Gangeva-devaconquered eastern parts of their
kingdom

Devavarman (1050-1060 CE) was succeeded Vijayapala. Chandela mention his
brother Kirttivarman as the next king after Vijayapala

Kirttivarman regained the Chandela power by defeating Lakshmi-Karna.
Kirttivarman 1s believed to have Built the Kirat Sagar lake in Mahoba and Budhiya

Tal lake in Kalinjar. Kirttivarman shifted the Chandela capital from Khajuraho
to Mahoba.




Sallakshana-Varman (1100-1110 CE) was a king of the Chandela dynasty of India he achieved
military successes against the Paramaras, the Kalachuris of Tripuri and the ruler of Kanyakubja

Jayavarman (1110-1120 CE) was a king of the Chandela dynasty of India. He succeeded his

father Sallakshana-Varman
He abdicated the throne in favour of his uncle Prithvi-Varman

Prithvi-Varman (1120-1128 CE) was a king of the Chandela dynasty of India. He succeeded his
nephew Jayavarman .he and his elder brother Sallakshanavarman were sons of the Chandela
ruler Kirttivarman from the same mother

Madana-Varman ( 1128-1165 CE) was a king of the Chandela dynasty of India. He succeeded
his father Prithvi-Varman

Yashovarman-II was a son of the Chandela king Madanavarman.




Paramardi (1165-1203 CE) was a king of the Chandela
dynasty of central India. He was the last powerful Chandela
king. he was defeated by Prithviraj Chauhan, who raided the
Chandela capital Mahoba. Paramardi managed to recover the

Chandela power over the next few years, but was defeated by
the Ghurid general Qutb al-Din Aibak
