* In 1860, Madhya Pradesh Chief Commissionerate was created by order of the Government of India, in
which 19 districts were created.

* British military officers were the officers of the departments, they were made commissioners and deputy
commissioners.

* In 1885 the 'Courts Act' was made, according to which eight types of courts were made.
* The commissioner was the chief justice with its center at Nagpur.
* After that the Jabalpur commissioner was replaced by a sub-judge.

* Local Swaraj Act and Tenancy Act were passed in 1883. According to this, 95 Municipal Corporations
and Zilla Parishads were established.

* In 1882, the Revenue Code was passed, according to which a provision was made to appoint Patel to
declare deposits 1n areas where goods were not available.

In this, the presence of any representative of
Madhya Pradesh does not appear.

* The second session of the Congress was held in Calcutta, in which V.K. Bose, Bapurao Dada Minkhede,
Gangadhar Rao Chitnavis and Gopal Bhinde etc. were invited to attend the convention.

* All these invited representatives had participated in the Calcutta session, but V.K. Bose could not
participate due to being a judge in the Nagpur Small Cause Court.

In Sagar district, an organization named “Hitkarni Sabha” was established in the year 1874, which took many
measures in the spread of national thought.

In connection with the Swadeshi movement, some students organised a Swadeshi exhibition in Murar, in 1908.
32 people were tried for sedition in the name of terrorist activities.

Among those who were prosecuted were Dr. Hari Ramchandra Diwekar, Desai brothers and Dr. Khirwadkar etc.

In Mandla-Dindori district around 1904, Shri Umeshdutt Pathak formed an organization of youth.

He started a movement against forced labor.

They ran 23 cases against the government in the court, due to these efforts, the government had to stop the
practice of forced labor.

These youths continued to do the work of national awakening and Swadeshi propaganda etc.

* The British Parliament passed the Government of India Act and gave the Viceroy the right to establish in

the Legislative Assembly the provinces of all the Chief Commissioners, in view of the Congress's demand
to establish an assembly in the Central Province.
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* Assembly was established in Central Province in November 1913. On December 13, Viceroy Lord
Hardinge laid the foundation stone of the Assembly Building in Nagpur.
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* On 11 August 1914, the Chief Commissioner of the Central Province, Sir Benjamin Robertson, presiding
over the first meeting of the Legislative Assembly, expressed the hope that the people of the province
would assist the government in World War I as well.
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* Election held in November 1923 and Party done well in Election, In the Central Legislative Council Motilal
Nehru became the leader of the party whereas in Bengal the party was headed by C.R. Das
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* In Central Province, Congress leaders E. Raghavendra, Ravi Shankar Shukla, Govind Das, Thakur Chedilal
announced to participate in the elections for the Central Principal Central Province Assembly
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* In November 1923, the Swaraj Dal won 42 out of 70 seats in the Madhya Pradesh and Berar assembly elections.
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* In the Central Province, the Swaraj Dal was divided into three groups, the Balwant Tambe-headed Berar Swaraj
Dal, the BS Munje led Nagpur Swaraj Dal, E. Raghavendra led the Hindi Swaraj Dal.
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* On 14 January 1924, the combined Swaraj Dal was formed by combining the three factions, whose leader
was BS Munje.
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* Governor Sir Frank Syal invited Swaraj Dal leader Dr BS Munje to form the Cabinet but he refused to
declare 1t against the Swaraj Party's policy, when the Governor appointed Shankarrao Chitnavis of Liberal
Party and Independent Member Syed Hifazat Al as Minister
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* The Swaraj Dal rejected the budget demands in the Central Province and the government disseminated it
to the public as an obstacle to the implementation of public interest works.
