® As a result of the reorganization of the states in 1956, the new state of Madhya Pradesh came into
existence on 1 November 1956.

*® Its constituent states were Madhya Bharat , Madhya Pradesh, Vindhya Pradesh and Bhopal, which had
their own legislative assemblies.

® As a result of the reorganization all the four legislative assemblies were merged into one legislative
assembly.

* Hence, the first Madhya Pradesh Legislative Assembly came into existence on 1 November 1956.

* Its first and last session was held between December 17, 1956 and January 17, 1957.

Minto Hall Vidhansabha Bhavan (1956-96)

* After the formation of Madhya Pradesh on 1 November 1956, the Madhya Pradesh
Legislative Assembly was reorganized in its present form.

* Legislative assemblies of the states of Vindhya Pradesh, Madhya Bharat, Madhya Pradesh
and Bhopal were included in this reorganization.

* Shortly before the reorganization of the state, Minto Hall, a beautiful building of Bhopal,
was selected for the building of the new unified assembly in September 1956

* The foundation stone of Minto Hall was placed on 12 November 1909
* Lord Minto, the then Governor General came to Bhopal with his wife

® The ruler of Bhopal Nawab Sultan Jahan Begum felt that there was no good building in
Bhopal to accommodate Lord Minto.

* On the same day, he laid the foundation stone of this building by Lord Minto.

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* English engineer A.C. Rabben work of this building started under the supervision of Raben.

® The cost of this building came to Rs 3 lakh, but it took a very long time to build, about 24
years.

® This new building was named Minto Hall

* This magnificent building was used as the headquarters of the army of the State of Bhopal,
the office of the Economic Adviser, the Police Headquarters and the Hotel.

Before August 15, 1947, many small states and indigenous states existed in the country.
They were merged and integrated into independent India after independence.

After the constitution came into force on 26 January 1950, the first general elections were held in the
country in 1952, due to which Parliament and Legislature became functional.

As a result of the reorganization of the states in 1956, the new state of Madhya Pradesh came into
existence on 1 November 1956.

Its constituent states were Madhya Bharat , Madhya Pradesh, Vindhya Pradesh and Bhopal, which had
their own legislative assemblies.

As a result of the reorganization all the four legislative assemblies were merged into one legislative
assembly.

Hence, the first Madhya Pradesh Legislative Assembly came into existence on 1 November 1956.

Its first and last session was held between December 17, 1956 and January 17, 1957.

Minto Hall Vidhansabha Bhavan (1956-96)
* After the formation of Madhya Pradesh on I November 1956, the Madhya Pradesh
Legislative Assembly was reorganized in its present form.

* Legislative assemblies of the states of Vindhya Pradesh, Madhya Bharat, Madhya Pradesh
and Bhopal were included in this reorganization.

* Shortly before the reorganization of the state, Minto Hall, a beautiful building of Bhopal,
was selected for the building of the new unified assembly 1in September 1956

* The foundation stone of Minto Hall was placed on 12 November 1909
* Lord Minto, the then Governor General came to Bhopal with his wife

* The ruler of Bhopal Nawab Sultan Jahan Begum felt that there was no good building in
Bhopal to accommodate Lord Minto.

* On the same day, he laid the foundation stone of this building by Lord Minto.
